 15 Ways Parents Can Promote Literacy 
1. Read with them. Create a culture that nurtures reading at home.

2. Create a home library! Make sure to have non-fiction texts too! 
3. Reward with books. Birthday, holidays or just a celebration, books make great gifts! 

4. Designate a cozy, silent reading spot where everyone reads.
5. Create a book swap among friends after you have read a book. 
6. Have your children join a book club with friends where they can discuss a book. 
7. Set your closed caption on the TV. This will help build their fluency! 
8. Allow them to read EVERYTHING (magazines, newspaper, cereal boxes, etc.) 

9. Create a reading log and post it, tracking the time spent reading. 

10. Using multiple texts to find out about topic and use technology to expand! 

11. Building an environment where everyone shares about what they read.

12.  Have your child call a friend that is reading the same book to discuss favorite parts. 
13. Provide more challenging texts AND provide texts they WANT to read.

14. Demand evidence by using a variety of questions to measure their understanding.

15. Encourage writing at home after they have read! 
Closing arguments: 
Out-of-school reading habits of students has shown that even 15 minutes a day of independent reading can expose students to more than a million words of text in a year.
