Please be sure your child is updated with his or her supplies all throughout the year.  They are necessary in order for your child to succeed.  Please do not purchase anything that is not on the list!!!

Just as I’m sure you have expectations for your child’s behavior at home, I also have expectations for your child to follow, as well as consequences should they choose not to follow them.  These expectations are in place to provide a safe environment for your child, as well as one beneficial to his or her learning.

My expectations for behavior include what I call the 3 R’s:

Respect

· Treat yourself and others with respect always.  Never use language, gestures, or physical contact that treats others with anything but respect.

· Conducting yourself properly in the hallways, lunchroom and library; including silence in the hallway and cleaning up after yourself in the lunchroom.

· Smile and be proud of something you’ve done each day!!
Responsibility
· Work and homework are expected to be completed on time with the proper heading.

· Projects and reports are to be timely and properly completed.
Ready to Learn
· Come to class prepared with all supplies every day.  This includes homework and/or projects.

· Raise your hand and wait to be called on, and only one person speaks at a time.

Consequences
1) Verbal warning and discussion with me about the offense.

2) Miss recess, with written reflection of behavior.

3) Immediate phone call to parent, with written reflection of behavior.

Depending on the severity of an offense, these consequences do not have to be followed in order.

Students will also be rewarded throughout the year for exhibiting the correct behavior in the classroom and around the school.  Rewards can be planned or a surprise.  This is my way of saying thank you to my students who work hard and try their best!

Once you have read the expectations and discussed them with your child, you both need to sign and return the bottom portion to me when school begins.
