« Point out parte of the book (fironf & back cover, spine, Tifle and author on cover, tifle page, efc.)
« Model and discuss proper care for books (ho[din% Turning pages, efc.)

Print Awareness
« Model and discuss where you should sfarf reading and where To ¢o (leff To right & fop To bottom)
« Poinf to The words as you read - and later, have your child Track The words with his/her finger
» Count words on a page or leffers in a word
» Point ouf and discuss print elemernis (spaces, capifal lefters, punctuation, for changes, efe.)

« Have your child poinf To and name lefters or words he/she knows

Story Elements
« Discuss if The book is fiction or non—fiction - and discuss how you know
« Fiction books — discuss the characters, setting, plot, sequence of evenifs, problem and solufion
« Non-fiction books — discuss the Table of confents, page numbers, headings, main idea, captions, efc.
« Once your child is familiar with a book, ask him/her To re-tell everife frrom the story
