
Multicultural Magnet School Uniform Policy 
  
 
 

Below you will find the uniform policy that is mandated for Bridgeport Public 
Schools.  Please make sure to follow this policy.  I would highly 
recommend buying a white or navy blue sweater to keep in your child’s 
locker since sometimes the classroom can be chilly.    
 
PANTS – Navy or Tan dress or [Dockers] trouser style pants must be 
worn with a belt at the waist. Jeans are prohibited.  
 
SKIRTS, JUMPERS OR SKORTS – Navy or Tan must be worn and 
must be knee level or longer. Blouse or polo shirts must be worn 
under the jumper. Jeans are prohibited.  
 
SHORTS – Navy or Tan knee length dress or [Dockers] trouser style 
shorts. Shorts must be worn with a belt at the waist. Jeans are 
prohibited.  
 
SHIRTS – White plain collar or blue polo shirt, dress shirt, long or 
short sleeve. Shirts must be tucked into pants.  
 
SWEATSHIRT OR SWEATERS CAN BE PULLOVER OR 
ZIPPERED –  
Only [uniform] pullover or cardigan sweaters in the solid colors of 
Navy, White or Tan (no patterns) without hoods or decorations or 
wording will be allowed.  
  
SHOES OR SNEAKERS – Shoes are strongly recommended. In 
addition to shoes, white and black sneakers are permitted. Laces on 
shoes or sneakers must be tied.  
 
PHYSICAL EDUCATION DAY ATTIRE- Students may wear sweats 
to school on scheduled physical education day only.  White or blue t-
shirt or sweatshirt and gray or blue shorts or sweatpants
