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Fry Instant Words are high-frequency words occurring in reading. By practicing reading these phrases
containing these words, students can improve skills in both speed and accuracy. There are approximately 150
words on each page. An acceptable fluency level would be for the student to read each page (two columns) in
one minute. An untimed pre-test should be given to make sure students can read the phrases correctly before
emphasizing fluency.,
